Elephants are in great danger of extinction becausef hunting for ivory and the destruction
of the places where they live. Today, there are onl609,000 African elephants, compared with
1,300, 000 in 1979. There are even fewer Asian digmts living today, about 30, 000. If elephants
are to survive into the 2% century, immediate and widespread measures must liaken.

Asian Elephant

The Asian elephant is one of the world’s rarestmats. Unfortunately, its dieing out is not
publicized as that of the African elephant.

The major reason for the decline of the Asian ed@plis the loss of their forests. The huge increase
in the human population has caused the destruofidghe Asian forests for human occupation, tea and
coffee plantations and the quest for natural ressurThis destruction has lead to the fragmentaifon
elephants’ populations. The isolated populationsanimals which are left are more vulnerable to
extinction because of the disease, drought and ottence happenings. This is more likely to occitih w
elephants as their population grows very slowly.

Asian elephants are also threatened by poachinghenchpture of wild ones for domestication.

African elephant

The survival of the African elephants is threatenesbt by the ivory trade. The Romans took the
African elephant from North Africa (Algeria, Morce@nd Tunisia) by the™century AD because of
their demand for ivory. We have to be sure thislddappen again.

Hunting in Africa during the 1®and 28 centuries left small isolated populations of thieigan
elephant. The elephant population has never reedvigeom this. Like the Asian elephant, the African
elephant was reduced from a continent wide areavery small population. The elephants’ population
increased in the middle of the last century. Buth&sprices for ivory grew up and it became a saig
profitable business, so the number of elephantsimahevery year had proportionally increased tbe T
amount of ivory leaving Africa every year had rigen1000 tones. This corresponds to 86, 000 dead
elephants. Such numbers do not include the calhishvdie because of the disruption to their fantifly
or the death of their mothers.

Costs and Services Utilization Study (HCSUS).

Outreach, a multi-site program initiated in 200ldemmthe Ryan White Care Act, was
intended to locate HIV-infected people who are hardeach and connect them with medical
care. HCSUS focused on HIV-positive patients whoeweceiving care.

The 16 Outreach study sites, which were spreadiginmaut the U.S., offered a variety of
services such as HIV testing and counseling, scaavices, case management and direct
medical care. They all provided outreach servigdsrig HIV-positive patients with continuous
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outpatient care. The researchers examined the dapldg data, the kinds of medical services
the patients used and which services would be & helpful to them.

Additionally, people from the Outreach group reeeivmedical care on an outpatient basis
two times or less, but were likelier to have gooneemergency rooms or been hospitalized,
during the prior six months. They were also legzlyi to be on antiretroviral drugs. And
surprisingly, these patients were also more likelizave abused alcohol than drugs.

The findings can be used to develop novel inteieastspecifically tailored to this group,
such as mobile HIV testing facilities and bringikd\V treatment to single occupancy hotels,
which are typically home to drug abusers, sex wark@d other marginalized people.

Russian census shows increase, but fate of Amupksal not as rosy.

/ MOSCOW - The Amur tiger, the world's biggest widdt, has pounced back from the
brink of extinction to hit its highest populatioavel for at least 100 years, the WWEF said on
Thursday.

For generations hunters have tracked down anddkile tigers as trophies, for their
brilliant gold and black fur or for the perceive@ding qualities its crushed bones bring to
traditional Chinese medicines.

By the 1940s the sub-species had nearly died altrere were only around 40 surviving

species into extinction. /

But a Russian census this year showed there wéréo4820 Amur tigers living on the
remote edge of Siberia, meaning the total worldutetppn was about 600, said Alexei Vaisman,
head of the Russia WWF's anti-animal traffickinggram.

"Maybe in the mid 19th Century there were more Arigers but nobody can say for
sure," he told Reuters by telephone. "At one tiheetigers were very close to being extinct.”

The Soviet Union banned tiger poaching in the 19%@scuing the species, and a joint
program between the WWF and the Russian governrfremt 1994 nearly doubled the
population.
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The WWF worked with the government to protect tigers' natural habitat in mountain
forests from loggers, sought to conserve its foodpl/ of wild boar and deer and tried to
persuade hunters not to kill the tigers, Vaismad. sa

But he said it was a constant battle. "There Isdgmand from China for the bones of the
Amur tiger," Vaisman said. "An Amur tiger skeletbom Russia will sell for around $5,000 in
China.”

The tigers, which survive in small numbers in nerthChina and North Korea, have been
known to attack and kill brown bears.

The Russians count the tiger population every tloreur years and the population has
stabilized at the highest level the food chain astain, Vaisman said.

The tiger may have made a comeback but the Amyralkebis struggling to survive in a
diminished habitat in northeast Siberia near theléowith North Korea. There are only around
40 left, Vaisman said.

“I'm a pessimist on the survival of the Amur leaharhe said. "I think it could go."

Indeed, the very first person on the programme,séofiMungroo, is now director of
the recently created first national park of Mausti an island that was once home to many
unique species. When Durrell visited the islan@l976, he discovered, to his surprise and dismay,
that a number of birds, notably the pink pigeon #rel Mauritius kestrel, were about to go the
same way as the most famous of former MauritiaralitAnts, the dodo, now extinct. In
response, Durrell rapidly established a comprekensiogramme for breeding and releasing
these endangered species, while simultaneouslyngryo argue for the importance of
biodiversity on the island.

Durrell, Hartley and Mungroo
brought up and then released so many kestrelgshbatnumbers have risen from just 4 to over

Elephants are in great danger of extinction becausef hunting for ivory and the destruction
of the places where they live. Today, there are onl609,000 African elephants, compared with
1,300, 000 in 1979. There are even fewer Asian digmts living today, about 30, 000. If elephants
are to survive into the 2% century, immediate and widespread measures must tiaken.

Asian Elephant

The Asian elephant is one of the world’s rarestmats. Unfortunately, its dieing out is not
publicized as that of the African elephant. Thidexause Asian elephant ivory supplies only a small
percentage of the world’s ivory trade and also bseave know very little about the Asian elephant. |
lives in the inaccessible forests of Southern A&sid is very difficult to study. Most knowledge o§ian
elephants is from the captive population.

Asian elephants are easier to tame than Africas amel have been domesticated for 4000 years.
The elephants you see in the circuses and zoowearty always Asian.

The major reason for the decline of the Asian ed@pls the loss of their forests. The huge increase
in the human population has caused the destruofithe Asian forests for human occupation, tea and
coffee plantations and the quest for natural ressurThis destruction has lead to the fragmentaifon
elephants’ populations. The isolated populationsanimals which are left are more vulnerable to
extinction because of the disease, drought and offace happenings. This is more likely to occitin w
elephants as their population grows very slowly.

Asian elephants are also threatened by poachinghenchpture of wild ones for domestication.

African elephant

The survival of the African elephants is threateneabt by the ivory trade. The Romans took the
African elephant from North Africa (Algeria, Morog@nd Tunisia) by the"™century AD because of
their demand for ivory. We have to be sure thislddappen again.

Hunting in Africa during the 1®and 28 centuries left small isolated populations of thieigan
elephant. The elephant population has never reedvigom this. Like the Asian elephant, the African
elephant was reduced from a continent wide areavery small population. The elephants’ population
increased in the middle of the last century. Buthesprices for ivory grew up and it became a saie
profitable business, so the number of elephantshmmhevery year had proportionally increased tb@ T
amount of ivory leaving Africa every year had rigen1000 tones. This corresponds to 86, 000 dead
elephants. Such numbers do not include the caltshvdie because of the disruption to their fartifly
or the death of their mothers.

RISK ASSESSMENT
A simple new blood test can help to predict whethgratient has predisposition for diabetes.

| Type 2 diabetes, like most chronic illnesses, sy causes. Some are outwardly
visible; those who carry extra pounds have a higiskrof developing the disease. Other causes,
however, are not so easily identified — or, attled®y haven't been until now. Over the last few
years, researchers have discovered several geaesl#o influence risk, including one on
chromosome 10 that regulates how much insulin théy lproduces. On Sunday, the Icelandic
firm deCODE Genetics, which found that gene lastryeevealed a simple blood test for it. The
test is the first one that can help predict a pésduture risk of diabetes. /

Of all the genes linked to the disease so far, d®E® plays the largest role. More than a
third of Americans carry one faulty and one normmapy of the gene; their risk of developing
diabetes is 40 percent greater than those who ¢tawynormal copies. For people with two
flawed copies, inherited from both parents, th& o diabetes is double the norm. (About 10
percent of Americans carry two bad copies.) Theegsrpart of the reason a family history of
diabetes can signal an increased risk. But thayfagriant can also appear in thin people with
no family history and no other risk factors.

The new test, by itself, tells people only parttieé hand they've been dealt. But that
knowledge alone can help them play the rest of tterids wisely - eating healthier, exercising
more and, in extreme cases, taking medications sscimetformin that control blood-sugar
levels and may ward off diabetes. Losing weight @&xércising a few times a week can
drastically reduce patients’ risks, even if theyir@ducky enough to have two flawed copies of
the gene. “It's often difficult to get people tos® weight if they haven't developed diabetes
already,” says deCODE CEO Kari Stefansson. “Hatfimginsight into their future personal risk
can give them the motivation to deal with it in adge.” For an extra boost of motivation, the
new test’'s $500 sticker price includes counseliegs®ns with doctors to help patients plan for
the worst and, hopefully, avoid it.

Still, the test has some detractors. Larry Deebsigent of medicine and science for the
American Diabetes Association, says he worries plagients might view a negative result as
permission to live carelessly. “The test isn't daar white. Just because you don't have the
gene, that doesn’t mean you have zero risk,” saebD“So we don’t want to be telling people
that if they test negative, they can just sit om ¢buch and not worry. They're still not off scot-
free.”

Like all genetic testing, the test also raisessihecter of discrimination by health-insurance
companies and employers. Insurers are alreadytamluto take on patients who have been
diagnosed with diabetes. They might go further stadt rejecting people who score positive for
the gene but have not yet developed the diseash Bsys that privacy laws can address some
of those concerns -patients can simply requestbetors not reveal their status to insurers. And
Stefansson notes that “no one is forcing peopkake a test like this.” In a few years, he adds,
people worried about their risk might also be alolesidestep doctors altogether by using a
possible home version of the test.

The bigger problem with insurers, says Deeb, véligetting them to pay for the test in the
first place. It may be hard for patients who dadieady have the other risk factors - arguably
those who would most need to learn about their peeted genetic bad luck - to convince them
the test is worth the money. But Deeb adds thaita sf tests, aimed not just at one gene but at
all those known to influence diabetes, would be enaseful and more appealing to insurers.
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With researchers discovering more and more aboatdiabetes develops, those tests may also
become available in just a few years.

PUBLIC TO HAVE SAY ON ORGAN DONATION INCENTIVES
Payments to donors are limited to expenses

/ Cash incentives and the payment of funeral expesgesvo ideas being put forward to
encourage people to donate human organs and ti¥beeNuffield Council on Bioethics is
asking the public if it is ethical to use financiatentives to increase donations of organs, eggs
and sperm. Paying for most types of organs andidiss illegal in the UK. The public
consultation will last 12 weeks and the councifglihgs will be published in autumn 2011. It
will explore ways of boosting donations from livipgople of bodily material such as blood or
sperm, as well as ways to encourage more peoigoup for the donor register and state their
wishes for their organs to be used by others #ftr death. /

As well as cash payments or contributions towardgeffal costs, other options include
priority for the donor if they require a transpldater in life, the payment of more generous
expenses and the sending of certificates or “thamk letters to the donor or donor's family. It
will be interesting to see what people really thikkill they be willing to pay for some things
and not others?

Demand for organ donors has increased in recems yea now far exceeds supply. This
is due to an ageing population and improvementmédicine that mean more people could
benefit from transplants. Demand for sperm and dggations has also risen due to new
treatments and procedures to help infertility.

Morality check.Professor Dame Marilyn Strathern, who is chairimg €ouncil's working
party on this issue, said she wanted to exploraghalissues involved in responding to that
demand. She said: “We need to think about the miypiEl pressing people to donate their bodily
material. Offering payment or other incentives neagourage people to take risks or go against
their beliefs in a way they could not have otheendsne.”

Women can already get free IVF treatment from pevelinics to encourage them to
donate eggs. Sperm and egg donors are paid a riosumgjust to cover expenses. But, on the
whole, the current system relies on people donatitngistically, to help society or a loved one.

High demand. Each year, 1,000 people in the UK die while waitfiog transplants.
Around 8,000 people are currently waiting for armgasr, but there were 3,500 transplant
operations last year. There is also demand forcqupately 1,200 more egg donors and 500
more sperm donors. Scientists also need peoplertated human tissue for research. The
idea of paying living donors for organs would bepting the poor to risk their lives.

The consultation will look at all kinds of donatiamcluding whole organs, blood, skin,
bone, sperm, eggs and embryos, as well as clitnedd that test the safety of new medicines.
The aim is to bring all donations under one ethihework.

Keith Rigg, a transplant surgeon from Nottinghamwvérsity Hospitals NHS Trust and a
member of the Nuffield Council on Bioethics' worgiparty, said: “It will be interesting to see
what people really think. Will they be willing tap for some things and not others?” As a result
of the high demand for organs, he said, 30 peopleaa travel abroad for transplants, mostly
kidney operations. And around 50 women per month thought to go abroad for fertility
treatment.

Mrs Rigg said there was a whole range of diffe@rtsent systems in different countries
and that it would be part of the Council's remitdok at how well those work. In response to the
consultation paper, Joyce Robins, co-director a&&@ ttampaigning group Patient Concern,
complained that there was no patient representativehe working party. She also queried
whether the question of paying for donation of eggerm and organs was even a priority in the
current financial climate.

STUDENTS FORCED DEEPER INTO DEBT
AS INFLATION SURGES TO 4.4%

More than 3.5 million students and graduates faceerease in their student loan rates
later this year after an unexpected surge in ioffelast month.

Interest rates on student loans are linked to #tailrprice index (RPI) each March.
Official figures published yesterday showed thas ttmeasure of inflation jumped to an 18-
month high of 4.4 per cent. Those at universitycoltege can take out student loans up to a
maximum of £10,153 a year, depending on where #neystudying, leaving some with debts of
about £30,000 when they leave after three years.

Although graduates do not have to start payingtlodf loan until they earn £15,000 or
more a year, the interest starts rolling up onltla@ from the day they take it out. RPI inflation
fell into negative territory for the first time B0 years last year as the recession took its toll o
the economy.

In March last year the rate of inflation measurgdhe retail price index stood at -0.4 per
cent, handing millions of students an interest-frear on their student loan accounts. Although
last month’s rise in RPI inflation is expected stbmporary, it will leave students and graduates
facing an uncomfortable increase in payments.

Nearly 400,000 graduates are still paying off lotadeen out before 1998 that track the
RPI alone. From September they will see the inteede on their loans rise from -0.4 per cent to
4.4 per cent. The 3.3 million graduates and stidesio have taken out a loan since 1998 pay
either the RPI inflation rate or the bank base pditris 1 per cent, whichever is lower. They are
paying no interest this year, but are likely toefacterest charges of between 1.5 and 1.75 per
cent from September, when the exact rate on tbaind will be announced. The base rate is
currently at a record low of 0.5 per cent. If &y there until September, the new rate would be
1.5 per cent.

However, if interest rates rise later this yeamext year, as many economists forecast,
student loan rates will increase too — and willpstising only if they reach 4.4 per cent. Many
economists expect that the Bank of England wikeaiates at least once before the end of the
year. A 1.75 per cent interest rate would add A62He bill for those graduating in the summer
who have taken out the maximum student loan.

Despite this, experts said that student loans stdfesome of the cheapest credit available.

Martin Lewis, of the consumer website MoneySavinggik.com, said: “Until September,
student loans are at least interest free. Thethas you should do if you have spare cash is to
pay off the debt any more quickly than you planted'While 4.4 per cent is not cheap, student
loans are still the least expensive long-term gebtll ever get.”

'GOOD FAT' HELPS HEART ATTACK PATIENTS
Mediterranean diet high in olive oil can stop a reat, new study suggests

/ NEW ORLEANS - A Mediterranean-style diet highdlive oil and other “healthy” fats is
just as good as the classic American Heart Assonidw-fat diet for the 8 million Americans
who have suffered a heart attack and want to ptevegpeat, new research suggests.

People on either diet had one-third the risk ofesufg another heart attack, a stroke, death
or other heart problem compared with heart patieatng in the usual way, the study found.
The results of the study were presented Sundaynafraerican College of Cardiology
conference.
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Doctors said it was one of the best tests of sjgediéts on heart health, especially because
participants stuck to it and achieved the goals Vfarious fats that researchers set. The
participants also were similar in treatments arfteofactors so the effect of the diets could be
isolated. /

“Both diets are prudent choices” for people at higk of heart disease, said Dr. Katherine
Tuttle of Providence Medical Research Center andefaHeart Medical Center in Spokane,
Wash. She led the study and presented the restite aonference.

Both the Heart Association and the Mediterraneat alie low in saturated fat (less than 7
percent of total calories) and cholesterol (lesant200 milligrams a day). The typical
American’s diet contains twice those levels or mdngtle said.

In the study, those on the American Heart diet weleto keep total fat intake to less than
30 percent of calories. The Mediterranean dietesevallowed to go up to 40 percent, with the
extra coming from healthier monounsaturated angiymslaturated fats and foods like olive oll,
avocados and especially fish. It aimed for 20 top2Bcent of calories to come from these
sources, and fish three to five times per weekn@esmmended.

Researchers thought this diet would prove bestuseof the heart-helpful omega-3 fatty
acids in the fish.

Mediterranean diets had survived without such moisl, only 53 percent of the others did.
Cholesterol levels improved in both diet groupsittthe comparison group.

There was no difference in risk between the lowafad Mediterranean diet groups — both
did well. Despite being allowed more fat, thosetlom Mediterranean diet found it tougher than
the Heart Association one, possibly because theg weostly older people unaccustomed to
eating so much fish, Tuttle said. “We really hadwtork to get these people to use olive oil
instead of margarine or butter,” she said.

Dr. Steven Nissen, a Cleveland Clinic heart spistiand president of the College of
Cardiology who had no role in the study, said tlugly gave an important choice to people who
want to reduce their risk. “It's refreshing andsiinterest to hear a report on the impact of a
specific kind of a diet,” and to be able to recomahéno that are effective, he said.

Too many parents are pushing kids to get an elisgtee even though it's no guarantee of
success in later life.

/ In the college-admissions wars, we parents adrtle gladiators. We're pushing our kids
to get good grades, take SAT prep courses and kaslimés so they can get into the college of
our first choice. We say our motives are selfless aadsible. A degree from Stanford or
Princeton is the ticket for life. If Aaron and Nleodon't get in, they're forever doomed. Gosh,
we're delusional.

I've twice been to the wars, and as | survey thtlefiald, something different is
happening. It's one-upmanship among parents. Weogse&ids' college pedigrees as trophies
attesting to how well —or how poorly — we've raigeém. But we can't acknowledge that our
obsession is more about us than them. So we'veigahtvarious justifications that turn out to
be half-truths, prejudices or myths. It actuallyesio't matter much whether Aaron and Nicole go
to Stanford. /

Admissions anxiety afflicts only a minority of pats. It's true that getting into college has
generally become tougher because the number ofduighol graduates has grown. From 1994
(the recent low) to 2006, the increase is 28 percetill, 64 percent of freshmen attend schools
where acceptance rates exceed 70 percent, andpofiieation surge at elite schools dwarfs
population growth. Take Yale. In 1994, it accept8® percent of 12,991 applicants; this year it
admitted only 8.6 percent of 21,000. We have alldivn prestige panic; we worry that there
won't be enough trophies to go around. Fearful rgarerod their children to apply to more
schools than ever. "The epicenters of parentaleiyised to be on the coasts: Boston, New
York, Washington, Los Angeles," says Tom Parker, hamst's admissions dean. "But it's
radiated throughout the country.”
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Underlying the hysteria is the belief that scarde eegrees must be highly valuable. Their
graduates must enjoy more success because theg better education and develop better
contacts. All that's plausible — and mostly wrof\y.e haven't found any convincing evidence
that selectivity or prestige matters,” says ErfesPascarella of the University of lowa, co-
author of "How College Affects Students,” an 82 ge@&valuation of hundreds of studies of the
college experience. Selective schools don't sydteally employ better instructional approaches
than less-selective schools, according to a studyPéscarella and George Kuh of Indiana
University. Some do; some don't. On two measureprefessors' feedback and the number of
essay exams — selective schools do slightly worse.

By some studies, selective schools do enhance ghamiluates' lifetime earnings. The gain
is reckoned at 2 percent to 4 percent for every-ddift increase in a school's average SAT
scores.

In
the next competition — the job market, graduateosth— the results may change. Old-boy
networks are breaking down. Krueger studied adomssio one top Ph.D. program. High scores
on the Graduate Record Exam helped explain whingbty League degrees didn't.

So, parents, lighten up. The stakes have beenyvastiggerated. Up to a point, we can
rationalize our pushiness. America is a competitgeiety; our kids need to adjust to that. But
too much pushiness can be destructive. The verytimmilwe impose on our children may get
some into Harvard but may also set them up forpgisentment. One study of students 20 years
out found that, other things being equal, graduatdsghly selective schools experienced more
job dissatisfaction. They may have been so condktioto being on top that anything less
disappoints.

DOCTOR ADMITS KILLING 50 PEOPLE

An eminent British doctor has admitted helpingeatst 50 people to die, including two in
the past six months. In more than half the casgseingonally administered a lethal injection
of morphine.

/ Dr Michael Irwin, a former medical director ofettunited Nations, says his "conscience
Is clear" and the time has come to confront theassf euthanasia. Last week he described
how he had injected morphine overdoses and how Ibe supplied a plastic bag to
asphyxiate a terminally ill patient. Earlier thisay, he said, he was contacted by the relatives of
a woman suffering from motor neuron disease. Shierbached the point where she could not
speak or swallow and had indicated she wanteddoldvin, though not her regular doctor,
supplied her with 20 times the normal dose of aaseel he also supplied a large plastic bag,
known as a “customized exit bag” that he boughtnfia right-to-die society in Canada for £20.
"The patient took an overdose of temazepam andstiplbag was then involved. That is a way
you can guarantee death,"” he said. /

The person takes the temazepam and goes into adeepand then an appropriate large
plastic bag is used. They feel no discomfort ared gradually use up the oxygen in the bag
and die that way. "Although the bag is opaque yan see what is happening and it is big
enough so that it doesn't get sucked onto thee &ad wake them up. You then wait until they
have obviously slopped breathing or the body startg cold.”

This year Irwin was also involved in the case @fanan suffering from extensive cancer.
She had been prescribed morphine to help reliegeptin. "l told her how much she would
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need to take for it to be lethal and she then tbakally,” he said. Both women took about an
hour and a half to die; their family doctors hadkmowledge of what had happened and both
deaths were recorded as natural.

Irwin is aware that the consequences of confespingicly to assisting in the deaths
could be serious. A doctor who "aids, abets, colsnee procures the suicide of another”,
can be jailed for up to 14 years under section divthe 1961 Suicide Act. He has decided to
speak out to ignite a campaign to amend the actwbldd like legislation similar to that in
Holland, where euthanasia is legal provided stariditions are met. He said: "I have given
patients a morphine injection and they have diethfthat overdose. In the eyes of the law, it
was to relieve their pain. (But) | ended their kfied that was the intention of the patient who
wanted help of that nature."”

He wants to clarify such grey areas. He also ascuss colleagues in Britain of
hypocrisy. They have for years, he says, made tgri@greements to kill each other if they ever
become terminally ill but refuse to do the sametfoeir patients. "I have an agreement with a
doctor here in London," said Irwin, who is chairnarthe Voluntary Euthanasia Society.

His admissions come two weeks after the British i@dAssociation (BMA) voted
overwhelmingly at its annual conference to oppeasglizing euthanasia. Dr Stuart Horner,
chairman of the BMA's medical ethics committee,de@mned Irwin last week for practicing
what he called "back-street euthanasia" and waasi@t his description of the deaths.

"It sounds to me like an episode of Brookside wiitle added advantage of medical
knowledge. It is effectively an execution. Doct@are supposed to be relieving pain, not
putting patients out of their misery,” he said. bidieves the medical authorities and courts
should deal firmly with any doctors who break the/l Dr Peggy Norris, who chairs the anti-
euthanasia group Alert, said of Irwin's actionsofially speaking, we call that murder. If you
give someone an overdose with the intention ofikigl them, that is illegal." Even other
practitioners of euthanasia found the techniquesl@yed by Irwin primitive.

By speaking out Irwin is supporting the call lasty by Ludovic Kennedy, president of
the Voluntary Euthanasia Society, for a doctor hallenge the law banning euthanasia. Last
week Kennedy said: "I have always been hopinggbateone of stature would grasp the nettle
and take things a stage further, and that seerne tehat Michael is doing. He is an admirable
man."

TEXT 8
DOES THE USA NEED AN OFFICIAL LANGUAGE?

In a California Hospital with a high percentagePdipino nurses and patients the staff was
forbidden to speak any language other than Engltsle at work, including the time they were
on breaks. Several largely Asian Los Angeles subindve passed city laws that restrict the
posting of non-English signs. Some homeless skeltave even barred those who don’t speak
English from entering. Incidents such as thesestiliie the climate in which a movement to
make English the official language of the Unitedt&s$ is gaining strength.

By 1990 more than 15 states had passed laws désiglanglish as their official language.
The organized force behind this movement is a gi@alled U.S. English. One of the founding
members of this movement, S.I. Hayakawa, feariag ttie U.S. had begun to force “a policy of
bilingualism,” believed that English would soon d@mpeting with other languages within the
borders of the USA. The goal of U.S. English ip&ss a constitutional amendment designating
English as the official language of the USA. Beyahé declaration of official status, the
practical purposes of such amendment would inctbdeelimination of multilingual ballots, the
restriction on bilingual education, and the raisinofy language proficiency standards for
citizenship requirements.

As the movement grows, philosophical sides arenalel legal battles are fought. While
the English-only promoters argue that a climatelasfguage pluralism would result in a
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culturally and linguistically divided nation, oppemts of this movement charge that the actual
basis of U.S. English and other such groups isudie¢ against new immigrant groups. They
argue that the imposition of an amendment to eeftaoguage standards would serve only to
increase prejudice toward non-English speaking ggoand further divide ethnic communities

within the nation.

As evidence that a constitutional amendment isnecessary to promote the learning, they
put forth the country’s history of immigration as axample — assimilation, both cultural and
linguistic, has evolved among the nation’s immigrgroups naturally, without the existence a
legal statute. In some cases where a state hasiiedta law designating English as the official
language, court cases have resulted.

An estimated 950 people died per day during 2006nfAIDS-related diseases and a
further 1,400 were infected each day — a total3@#,600 new infections, said the report by the
Actuarial Society of South Africa and the Medicadearch Council.

Only India is believed to have more people infeatéth HIV than South Africa.

The report said life expectancy dropped from 63980 to 51 in 2006. In the hardest hit
province of KwaZulu-Natal, it was as low as 43. &TBemographic Impact of HIV/AIDS in
South Africa: National and Provincial Indicatorsr f2006" said that 15-year-olds had a 56
percent chance of dying before the age of 60, coap® a 29 percent chance of dying in 1990.
"The youth of today are facing a bleak future, amgch still needs to be done to protect and
support this vulnerable group,” said Leigh Johnsor, of the authors of the report.

The South African government, long under fire foing too little to prevent the spread of
AIDS and to promote effective treatments, recerglyamped its strategy. It gave responsibility
to Deputy President Phumzile Mlambo-Ncguka andcéffely sidelined Health Minister Manto
Tshabalala-Msimang, who has been criticized forsprg garlic, lemons and the African potato
as remedies while disparaging the benefits of eintiviral medicines.

Mlambo-Ncguka is due to unveil a plan for prevemticare and treatment of HIV/AIDS in
2007-2011 at World AIDS Day ceremonies on Fridaye Tinal five-year plan will be released
in March, to allow time for activist groups, who reepreviously ignored by the government, to
have their say.

The new report said high rates of AIDS mortalityl \wersist in South Africa at least for
the next decade, but much depended on the providitneatment.
